DEVELOPMENT OF PRACTICE LEARNING QUALIFICATIONS IN THE NORTH OF SCOLAND

Introduction

In 2007 after many discussions between the member organisations of Learning Network North it was decided to start the Practice Learning Qualifications with a PLQ (SS) 3 programme which would be delivered by the Robert Gordon University (RGU) for qualified social workers only. This decision was taken because of RGU’s commitment to ensuring that wherever possible social work students should be guided in their practice learning experience by qualified social workers who were also qualified practice teachers.

Meanwhile initiatives led by the University of the Highlands and Islands to explore the development of other PLQ levels were taking place.

Present Situation

The first PLQ (SS) Cohort at RGU has now completed. The Assessment Panel met on 12th November and considered 14 portfolios. The graduation ceremony will be in December 2008. The second programme is now underway. 

The University of the  Highlands and Islands started a PLQ 3 programme this September.

Future Plans

Learning Network North is exploring the possibility of a PLQ 2 programme.
