DEVELOPMENT OF THE PRACTICE LEARNING QUALIFICATION IN TAYFORTH

Introduction

There were many discussions within Tayforth, involving the Learning network and partner agencies, regarding the possibilities for delivery of the new qualifications. The focus to date has been on stage 3, and it was agreed that Perth council would be the lead agency for developing and providing the assessment infrastructure for the stage 3 pilot programme. The infrastructure has been developed in partnership with agencies and the course material for stage 3 has been developed by Neil Henery, from the Learning Network.

The Pilot Programme

The pilot programme began in September 08; initially it was intended to run with 15 participants but places were offered to 19 applicants to ensure a range of statutory and voluntary agencies were represented. The course involves four two day modules (one per month between September 08 and Jan 09), with an essay attached to each module in addition to an ‘action learning set’ where participants meet together. Feedback on the programme to date has been positive. 

Future Plans

There are no definite plans for stages 1 or 2, although draft proposals are being written, and there have been no decisions as yet made re the running of future programmes once the pilot has been evaluated.
